He gave 
all  he  owned  to  the  poor,  and  kept  a  very  ascetic  life  of  fasting  and  vigils.  
Seeing his virtue, the people of Gortyna chose him to be their bishop.  He was 
father to the poor, consolation to the sad, healing to the sick, and a shepherd to 
his flock.  He traveled to visit the desert fathers in the Thebaid, where he died.
