THE HOLY PREEMINENT APOSTLES PETER AND PAUL 
Simon, son of Jonah and brother of Andrew, was first among the disciples to confess 
that Jesus was the Christ, the son of the living God.  It was by Jesus that he was 
called Peter. Paul, Apostle of the gentiles, preached Christ crucified to the Jews and 
the Greeks. Both announced the Gospel of Jesus Christ in faith and love in the city 
of Rome and died martyrs under the emperor Nero.  The first, as the tradition goes, 
was nailed to a cross with his head downward and was buried in the Vatican next to 
the Triumphal Way.  The other received his punishment from the sword and was 
interred at the Ostian Way.  Their triumph, equal in honor and veneration, is 
celebrated by the whole world on this day.
