The emperor Maximian 
appointed him to  persecute the Christians in Salonica, but Demetrius confessed his faith 
and preached Christ.  He was cruelly martyred for his witness to the Lord.  Since earliest 
times, he has been regarded as a wonderworker and powerful intercessor. (305)
