The holy and great martyr Demetrius. Born in Salonica of devout parents, he was
amuch-longed-for only child. Because of this he received an excellent education. Like
his father, Demetrius became a soldier in the Roman army. The emperor Maximian
appointed him to persecute the Christians in Salonica, but Demetrius confessed his faith
and preached Christ. He was cruelly martyred for hiswitnessto the Lord. Since earliest
times, he has been regarded as a wonderworker and powerful intercessor. (305)
