The holy and glorious apostle Andrew, the First-Called.  Born in Bethsaida, he was 
the brother of Simon Peter and a fisherman with him.  He was called first from the 
disciples of John the Baptist at the Jordan by the Lord Jesus.  Andrew followed him and 
even brought his brother to the Lord.   After Pentecost it is said that he preached the 
Gospel in Achaia and at Patrae was tied to a cross. The Church in Constantinople 
considers him their praiseworthy and remarkable patron.
The holy Frumentius, enlightener of Ethiopia.  Frumentius was shipwrecked off the 
coast of Ethiopia and captured by the people living there.  After having begun preaching 
the Gospel to the people, he went to St. Athanasius the Great in Alexandria to tell him of 
the situation.  Athanasius ordained Frumentius bishop, and he returned to Ethiopia.  His 
zeal, his preaching, and his miracles brought the whole country to Christ during his 
lifetime.   (370)
