Her passing is kept on Sept. 16; today is the day that her holy relics confirmed
the orthodox faith at the Fourth Ecumenical Council in Chalcedon. (451)

The passing of Olga, princess of Kiev, baptized Helen, at Kiev in Rus’. She was the
grandmother of St. Vladimir, the first of the Rurikids to receive baptism. She prepared the way
to Christ for all the peoples of Rus’. (969)
