The holy martyr Lupus was a servant of St. Demetrius of Salonica.  When his master was 
beheaded by the emperor Maximian, Lupus dipped the hem of his garment and his ring into his 
master’s blood.  Through these relics he worked many miracles, even though he was not yet 
baptized.  Having miraculously received the Holy Mystery, he was beheaded.  (306)
