The holy thirty-three martyrs at Melitene.  Hieron was a devout Christian who cared diligently 
for his blind mother, Stratonica.  He was forcibly impressed into the army, where he refused to 
worship idols.  He was brought before the local governor with thirty-two other local Christians.  
They went to their death singing the psalm, “Blessed are those undefiled in their way, who walk in 
the Law of the Lord.”  (298)
Our venerable father Lazarus the Wonderworker, who fasted in the hills of Galilee.  He left 
for the Holy Land on pilgrimage and became a monk of the monastery of St. Sabbas the 
Sanctified.  After ten years, he settled in Galilee and lived as a stylite.  (11th century)
