SUNDAY OF THE ANCESTORS

Troparion, Tone 4:

The joyful message of the Resurrection was heard by the women disciples from the angel, and
being freed from the ancestral curse, they boasted to the apostles: Death is despoiled; Christ our
God is risen, giving great mercy to the world.

Troparion, Tone 2:

Great are the accomplishments of faith: the three holy youths rejoiced in the streams of fire as if
in refreshing waters; and Daniel the Prophet shepherds lions like sheep. Through their prayers,
O Christ our God, save our souls.

The following is then read:

Synaxarion:

Today, the Sunday before the Birth of Christ, as our holy and God-bearing Fathers have directed,
we commemorate all those who were acceptable to God throughout the ages, from Adam to
Joseph, the spouse of the most holy Theotokos.

Through their holy prayers, O our God, have mercy on us and save us. Amen.

Leader: Through the prayers of our holy fathers, O Lord Jesus Christ our God, have mercy on
us.

Response: Amen.

Glory to you, our God, glory to you.

Heavenly King, Comforter, Spirit of Truth, everywhere present and filling all things, Treasury of
blessings and Giver of Life, come and dwell within us, cleanse us of all stain, and save our souls,
O gracious One.

Holy God, Holy and Mighty, Holy and Immortal, have mercy on us. (Three times)

Glory to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit, now and ever and forever. Amen.

Most Holy Trinity, have mercy on us; Lord, cleanse us of our sins; Master, forgive our
transgressions; Holy One, come to us and heal our infirmities for your name's sake.

Lord, have mercy. (Three times)

Glory to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit, now and ever and forever. Amen.
Our Father, who art in heaven, hallowed be thy name; thy kingdom come; thy will be done on
earth as it is in heaven. Give us this day our daily bread; and forgive us our trespasses as we

Verse: For you are just in all that you have done for us.

Epistle: Hebrews 11:9-10.32-40

Leader: A reading from the Letter of St. Paul the Apostle to the Hebrews .



Brothers and Sisters: By faith Abraham sojourned in the promised land as in a foreign
country, dwelling in tents with Isaac and Jacob, heirs of the same promise; for he was
looking forward to the city with foundations, whose architect and maker is God. What more
shall T say? I have not time to tell of Gideon, Barak, Samson, Jephthah, of David and Samuel
and the prophets, who by faith conquered kingdoms, did what was righteous, obtained the
promises; they closed the mouths of lions, put out raging fires, escaped the devouring sword;
out of weakness they were made powerful, became strong in battle, and turned back foreign
invaders. Women received back their dead through resurrection. Some were tortured and
would not accept deliverance, in order to obtain a better resurrection. Others endured
mockery, scourging, even chains and imprisonment. They were stoned, sawed in two, put to
death at sword’s point; they went about in skins of sheep or goats, needy, afflicted,
tormented. The world was not worthy of them. They wandered about in deserts and on
mountains, in caves and in crevices in the earth. Yet all these, though approved because of
their faith, did not receive what had been promised. God had foreseen something better for
us, so that without us they should not be made perfect.

Alleluia, Tone 4: Alleluia, alleluia, alleluia

Verse: O God, we have heard with our own ears; our fathers have told us the deed you did in
their days.

Verse: You saved us from those who oppressed us; and those who hated us you put to shame.

Leader: A reading from the gospel of the holy apostle and evangelist Matthew. (Matthew
1:1-25)

Response: Glory to you, O Lord, glory to you.

Leader:

The book of the genealogy of Jesus Christ, the son of David, the son of Abraham. Abraham
became the father of Isaac, Isaac the father of Jacob, Jacob the father of Judah and his
brothers. Judah became the father of Perez and Zerah, whose mother was Tamar. Perez
became the father of Hezron, Hezron the father of Ram, Ram the father of Amminadab.
Amminadab became the father of Nahshon, Nahshon the father of Salmon, Salmon the father
of Boaz, whose mother was Rahab. Boaz became the father of Obed, whose mother was
Ruth. Obed became the father of Jesse, Jesse the father of David the king. David became the
father of Solomon, whose mother had been the wife of Uriah. Solomon became the father of
Rehoboam, Rehoboam the father of Abijah, Abijah the father of Asaph. Asaph became the
father of Jehoshaphat, Jehoshaphat the father of Joram, Joram the father of Uzziah. Uzziah
became the father of Jotham, Jotham the father of Ahaz, Ahaz the father of Hezekiah.
Hezekiah became the father of Manasseh, Manasseh the father of Amos, Amos the father of
Josiah. Josiah became the father of Jechoniah and his brothers at the time of the Babylonian
exile. After the Babylonian exile, Jechoniah became the father of Shealtiel, Shealtiel the
father of Zerubbabel, Zerubbabel the father of Abiud. Abiud became the father of Eliakim,
Eliakim the father of Azor, Azor the father of Zadok. Zadok became the father of Achim,
Achim the father of Eliud, Eliud the father of Eleazar. Eleazar became the father of Matthan,
Matthan the father of Jacob, Jacob the father of Joseph, the husband of Mary. Of her was
born Jesus who is called the Messiah. Thus the total number of generations from Abraham to



David is fourteen generations; from David to the Babylonian exile, fourteen generations;
from the Babylonian exile to the Messiah, fourteen generations. Now this is how the birth of
Jesus Christ came about. When his mother Mary was betrothed to Joseph, but before they
lived together, she was found with child through the holy Spirit. Joseph her husband, since he
was a righteous man, yet unwilling to expose her to shame, decided to divorce her quietly.
Such was his intention when, behold, the angel of the Lord appeared to him in a dream and
said, “Joseph, son of David, do not be afraid to take Mary your wife into your home. For it is
through the holy Spirit that this child has been conceived in her. She will bear a son and you
are to name him Jesus, because he will save his people from their sins.” All this took place to
fulfill what the Lord had said through the prophet: “Behold, the virgin shall be with child
and bear a son, and they shall name him Emmanuel,” which means “God is with us.” When
Joseph awoke, he did as the angel of the Lord had commanded him and took his wife into his
home. He had no relations with her until she bore a son, and he named him Jesus.

Response: Glory to you, O Lord, glory to you.

Profession of Faith

Take away all the defilement
of my mind and enlighten my understanding that [ may always praise, glorify, and say:
Response: One is holy, one is Lord Jesus Christ, to the glory of God the Father. Amen

The Leader bows his head and together with the faithful makes a spiritual Communion
praying aloud:
