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In the tradition of the Byzantine Rite, the night-time vigil for the feast of the
Nativity consists of :

- the service of Great Compline
- the litija procession, with prayers for the world

- the service of Matins, with the Gospel of the Nativity, and the Great Doxology

which begins with the words of the angels, announcing the birth of our Lord
and Savior in Bethlehem: “Glory to God in the highest!”

This booklet provides that portion of the service which was printed by Father
William Levkulic in 1969, bearing the title “Christ is born — Glorify Him.”

The texts used by Father Levkulic have been updated where necessary to bring
them into conformity with translations officially promulgated for the Byzantine
Catholic Archeparchy of Pittsburgh. The music has been prepared by the
Metropolitan Cantor Institute, following the standard established by the
Inter-Eparchial Music Commission.

Until such time as the full vigil of Christmas is officially promulgated for use in
our churches, we hope that this booklet will serve as a useful replacement for
Monsignor Levkulic's service book. To that aim, the other materials in the
previous booklet — the propers for the Divine Liturgy of Christmas Day, and a

selection of carols and hymns in English and Slavonic — have also been included.
