The reading from the book of Job tells of the loss of Job's children and
of Job's splendid confession: "The Lord gave and the Lord has taken
away; blessed be the Name of the Lord!"

The long passage from the Gospel according to . Matthew gives us
parables about the end of the world, with the centerpiece being the
parable of thefig tree. The closing verse says, "You know that in two
days timeit will be Passover, and the Son of Man will be handed over
to be crucified.”
