In the Byzantine Rite, December 24 is a day of strict fasting in preparation for 
the feast of the Nativity (birth) of our Lord, God, and Savior Jesus Christ.  
During the day, the Royal Hours are celebrated, and in the afternoon or early 
evening, the day's fast is broken at a special service of Vespers together with the 
Divine Liturgy of Saint Basil the Great.  

However, when December 24 falls on a Saturday or Sunday, the day of strict 
fasting (and the Royal Hours) are transferred to the preceding Friday, and the 
Divine Liturgy is celebrated on the morning of December 24.  In the evening, 
Vespers is celebrated by itself, without the Divine Liturgy, since it is a general 
rule in our tradition that the Divine Liturgy is only celebrated once per day in 
each church.

This booklet provides the complete service of Vespers for use in those years 
when December 24 falls on Saturday or Sunday.  Where official texts have been 
promulgated for the Byzantine Catholic Church, these have been used.  Psalm 
texts are taken from the Grail Psalter (1963), adapted by the Inter-Eparchial 
Liturgical Commission as necessary to conform to the Septuagint.

Wherever lines of text are given, with the second set of lines indented, they are 
intended to be sung to the usual psalm tone, given at the beginning of the service.

The image on the cover is from the Ruthenian Časoslov (Rome, 1950).

We hope that this booklet will provide edification and help to God's faithful as 
they begin the celebration of the birth of our Lord, God, and Savior, Jesus Christ.
