Because there are two different usages during that season, this book is 
consistent by presenting any “options” in the following way.

OPTION ONE:  to be used on Pascha itself and through Bright Saturday 
inclusive.

OPTION TWO: to be used from Thomas Sunday through the Leavetaking of 
Pascha inclusive (that is, until the Wednesday before Ascension Thursday).

All parishioners are reminded that, during the time between Pascha and 
Pentecost (also known as the Great Fifty Days), there is NO KNEELING, 
either for private prayer or during the Divine Liturgy.
